Evangelii Gaudium: The Final Synthesis

Clearly, whenever the New Testament authors want to present
the heart of the Christian moral message, they present the es-
sential requirement of love for one’s neighbour: “The one who
loves his neighbour has fulfilled the whole law ... therefore
love of neighbour is the fulfilling of the law” (Rom 13:8, 10).
These are the words of Saint Paul, for whom the commandment
of love not only sums up the law but constitutes its very heart
and purpose: “For the whole law is fulfilled in one word, ‘you
shall love your neighbour as yourself” “(Gal 5:14). To his com-
munities Paul presents the Christian life as journey of growth in
love: “May the Lord make you increase and abound in love for
one another and for all” (1 Th 3:12). Saint James likewise ex-
horts Christians to fulfill “the royal law according to the Scrip-
ture: You shall love your neighbour as yourself” (2:8), in order
not to fall short of any commandment.

HUMANITARIAN RELIEF - FAMINE IN AFRICA
The Archdiocese of Toronto joins the CCCB and faith
communities across Canada in launching a joint appeal,
entitled Pray-Give-Speak Out, in response to the desper-
ate food crisis in South Sudan, Yemen, Nigeria and Soma-
lia.

The United Nations has confirmed that South Sudan has
100,000 people living in famine conditions. Reports sug-
gest a total of 20 million people are on the brink of starva-
tion in the region. A declaration of famine has not been
made by UN agencies since July 2011 when some 260,000
people died in Somalia - half of them children under the
age of five. The world must not let those horrors be re-
peated.

The joint appeal aims to engage the faithful in three ways:

Pray: Keeping the people of South Sudan, Somalia, Nige-
ria and Yemen in our prayers.

Give: Making a financial contribution to support those
affected by crisis.

Speak Out: Becoming better informed and to speak about
the crisis with family, friends and neighbours. Contacting
their local Members of Parliament about their concerns.

The CCCB has identified three Canadian Catholic agen-
cies - Aid to the Church in Need, Development and Peace
- Caritas Canada, and the Canadian Jesuits International -
as recipients of donations from the Catholic faithful.
Note: The Government of Canada has created a
“Famine Relief Fund”. The federal government will
match every donation made between March 17 and
June 30, 2017, by individuals to registered Canadian
charities participating in this campaign.
