The church will continue to be open every 

morning except Wednesdays from 9:00 

am to 12:30 pm.  In the evenings, only 

Wednesday and Friday from 6:00 pm to 

8:30 pm.  Saturday afternoons from 4:00 

pm to 6:00 pm, which will be confession 

time also.  You can only stay in the 

church for a maximum of 45 minutes, so 

as to give others a chance (the exception 

would be if there are less than ten people 

present).
