Francis Leo will celebrate Mass and the Apostolic Nun-
cio to Canada, the Most Rev. Ivan Jurkovic will confer
the pallium on our archbishop, as a symbol of his role as
metropolitan Archbishop of Toronto and shepherd to the
faithful.

Novena Prayers to St. Michael

ronto Archdiocese. Our Archbishop Francis Leo has en-
couraged all the faithful to join the entire Archdiocesan
family in a Novena to Saint Michael the Archangel in
preparation for the Solemnity of St. Michael, which will
take place on Friday September 29th. We will begin
this Novena on Wednesday September 20 until Thurs-
day September 28. We will recite the prayers after each
Mass during these days. Keep in mind that on Septem-
ber 29th Archbishop Leo will receive the wool Pallium,
which symbolizes the Cross of Christ and a Lamb
both of which are symbolically carried by the
Archbishop.
