Holy Days of Obligation
Catholics are required to attend Mass on all Sundays
and Holy Days of Obligation. Attending a Vigil
Mass on the previous day fulfills this obligation (such
as the regularly scheduled Saturday evening Mass).
In Canada there are only two Holy Days of Obliga-
tion that do not usually fall on a Sunday; Christmas
and New Year’s Day. Please note that this Christmas
season, December 25 and January 1 fall on a Mon-
day. You must attend one Christmas Mass and one of
the preceding Sunday Masses. For New Year’s you
must attend one New Year’s Mass and one of the pre-
ceding Sunday Masses
In other words, you must attend two obligation
Masses on each of these weekends, from Saturday to
the Monday.
