If you receive a suspicious email, or
text, from someone you know or someone who is re-
questing gift cards or money, please contact them on
a trusted phone number to ensure they actually sent
you the message. No priest, nor anyone from the
Archdiocese of Toronto will ask you for a gift card.
If the sender’s information seems odd or if the mes-
sage is out of character for the sender, do not reply to
the message.
